richment with ACT prep courses for all seniors. This
has taken away the time seniors have to work on their
class grades. The ACT prep is a class that seniors take
in order to better their ACT scores. The prep classes
take place in enrichment time for the seniors, which is
3:00 to 3:30. The ACT class takes the extra time that
the senior class has to boost their grades in academic
classes.
