Museum and the Sculpture Fields last
Thursday, October 17.

The drive there was an
hour and a half to the Hunter Museum,
which is an art museum divided into
three parts and dedicated to art of all
genres and time periods. The main
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part is the mansion, which was built in
1904 and was lived in by Ross Faxon, a
wealthy insurance broker. In 1952, the
mansion became the Hunter Museum
of American Art. After about two hours
at the museum, the classes headed to
the sculpture fields and stayed there
until four. They had a picnic in the
middle of the field and then went off
in groups to sketch. The classes then
headed to the Hamilton Mall for dinner;
they stayed there for an hour and were
